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The first international effort of the Peace Tiles project is the World AIDS Day mural project (2005), which will install three murals on three continents, in the countries of India, South Africa, and Switzerland.

Dear Participant(s): 

Thank you for taking time to learn about and take part in the International Peace Tile Project.  “The Peace Tiles project aims to strengthen believes that by strengthening…ties between people and their communities through art. With creative expression we can enhance our prospects for a peaceful world.”   

Mosaic The City, in partnership with the Earth Week & Walk Committee, and groups like yours will be working together to create this community participation “International Peace Tile Mosaic Mural.” Started during the weeks leading up to, and including, Earth Day 2006 and up to April of 2007 this project is well underway. 

We are creating a 25-tile mosaic mural consisting of 9 tiles spelling out “25th” surrounded by 16 tiles from supporting organizations, individuals & families. The 9 inside tiles will be made in traditional mosaic format using recycled materials while the other 16 outside tiles will be collage style using each organization’s past materials from Earth Day and/or similar focus.  Surplus tiles (over the required 25) that are created will either be swapped with other Peace Tile Murals around the world and/or used to create other Peace Tile Murals in Victoria (TBA depending on the total number of tiles created). The completed 25-tile mural will be publicly mounted in Victoria for all to share and enjoy (location TBA).
This is a great opportunity to express your support in the local Grass Roots organizations and demonstrate what we can do when we all come together for a common goal.   

1. To create your piece tile, simply follow the instruction sheet and/or contact MTC to host a Peace Tile workshop with your organization. This is a two – three hour workshop where MtC will lead you through a brainstorming and ideas sharing session to help motivate and inspire your tile creation. 
2. Let’s make the 25th Annual Earth Walk a part of our local heritage with this “Community Unity Project.” Join us at various workshops around Victoria. 

3. When your Peace Tile is finished please drop it off at 2782 Foul Bay Rd., MTC’s current home. (Please leave it in a bag, with your application form completed.) and a Minimum $20 donation – if you haven’t already paid.

HOW TO MAKE A PEACE TILE
Interested in making Peace Tiles in with your Organization? Here's how in three easy steps! Please note that the purpose of this guide is to provide a starting point. With the exception of working on wood, please adapt the process to fit your circumstances: stretch the boundaries and be as creative as you like! When you have completed one or more Peace Tiles, please consider donating one or more to the mural effort, or make a gift of your own mural to a Peace & Justice service organization.

SUPPLIES
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The basic supplies that you will need to create a Peace Tile are:
- 1/2-inch thick wood panel at least 8-inches square (supplied in picked up packages- or you can make your own)
- Cleaning supplies (soap, water, cloth)
- Background tools and materials (paint, newspaper, paintbrush, glue or clear gloss acrylic, and other creative materials to cover the background)
- Foreground tools and materials (scissors, glue or clear gloss)
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PREPARE YOUR WORK SURFACE. Cut your wood panel to 8-inches by 8-inches in size (20-cm by 20-cm). (DONE) Wipe down the surface of the wood with a weak mixture of soap and water to remove excess dust, etc. Allow your tile to dry in the sun or air about 10 minutes.
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CREATE A BACKGROUND. Using any combination of paint, colored markers, pastels or even paper (for example a newspaper photograph) or any other available media, create a background for your collage. Let stand to dry up to one hour if you have glued paper in your background.
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ADD THE FOREGROUND. Using liquid glue and a paint brush, carefully wet and mount foreground objects like a photograph, a handwritten note or poem, a piece of colored string or cloth, a postage stamp from your country, and other artifacts on the surface of your tile. 

The foreground is very important to telling your story. The foreground contains your subject, both in the form of images and words, and communicates directly the message that you want to send to your viewer. Foreground elements can also be decorative, helping to keep the eye moving across the surface of your tile by punctuating the surface with bright color, relief, and strong imagery. All of these will be most effective when they are in sharp contrast to elements in the background.

Take your time with the foreground. Spend a lot of time browsing through magazines, sketching on paper, and moving items around on the surface of your tile until you feel happy with your composition. When you are satisfied with the elements you have chosen and the ways they are combined, then begin to use your glue to fix elements to the surface of your tile.

Perhaps once you have finished gluing items and the tile has dried, you might want to add some interesting effects, for example outlining certain shapes in paint, string or ink. You might also consider adding a texture such as grains of sand to some areas of your composition to enhance the relationship between foreground and background elements, by making them blend better, or by making them stand out in greater relief.

When you are finished, congratulations! Take some time to think about what you have created, then you are ready for Step Four ... (MTC suggests you use old printed materials from your organization, past Earth Day materials or other recycled materials that speak to your message, vision or purpose) Let stand to dry up to one hour.

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  Record your Journey.  Ask the people who helped you create the Peace Tile to journal about their experience working on this project.   Take photos of the process and then send your documentation to Mosaic the City to be put with other stories about this project.
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Creating a good record of your tile is vital to ensuring that the "visual voice" of messages expressed through a tile is shared. Successful documentation will raise the visibility of the tile online, contribute to online mural efforts, and enable online tile swaps.

Three important ways to document tiles, subject to creative interpretation, are: 

1. Write the title of the tile and the creator's name, age, location on the back of the tile in permanent marker. 

2. Take a snapshot of the tile and its creator. 

3. Scan or photograph the tile against a white background.
